Women who are
trying to get pregnant now or who plan to
try in the future should get vaccinated
against COVID-19 as soon as possible.
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MYTH:
Women who are breastfeeding
should wait to get a COVID-19
vaccine. 

FACT:
COVID-19 vaccination is recommended for
breastfeeding women to protect both
mother and baby from COVID-19. There is
proof breastfeeding women who are
vaccinated have antibodies in their
breastmilk which can help protect their baby
from COVID-19. 
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
